














SCHOOL RULES

Here are SOME of the things we think are very important. Remember, all rules are there for a reason. Many are to do
with safety and are there to help YOU. Here are two examples of different rules.
e Knives are not allowed in school. This rule is to keep you from being hurt.

® Chewing gum is not allowed in school. This rule helps us protect our clothing and the environment. You would be
annoyed if you got chewing gum caught in your hair or it stained your best shirt.

So, please read and remember the following rules are put there to help all of us at the school.

Air rifles, Shotguns, BB guns, pistols, cigarette lighters

These must not be brought on to site. Shotguns for clay-pigeon shooting may only be brought on to site with official
permission. These (and ammunition) must be

stored in the Bursary office when not being
used.

Dangerous Items

It is forbidden for pupils to possess items of a
potentially dangerous nature. Catapults,
matches, cigarette lighters, laser pens etc are
not allowed. Knives are not allowed unless the
house parent has given permission for a small
foldaway penknife, and this should not be
carried unless for a specific purpose. Pupils
will not bring cigarettes, drugs, alcohol or
pornographic material (paper or electronic) on
to the school site.

Motorbikes and Cars

Motorbikes and cars are not allowed at school
unless specific permission is granted by the
Principal.

Bikes

Any bicycles brought to school must be roadworthy, in a good state of repair and must be secured by a lock and chain.
Bicycles must always be kept in the bike shed and will only be used after 4.30 on school days and at the weekends. You
must have a helmet which you must wear when cycling. Borrowing and lending of bicycles or any bicycle parts is not
allowed.



Bullying

We do not allow bullying in any form. Personal tutors and the Vice Principal (pastoral) will deal with this, whether it is
verbal, physical or cyber bullying. Please tell us if you or your friends are being bullied. Tell ANY staff as soon as you can
or tell someone at home.You can also call Childline and the NSPCC helpline; the numbers are on the inside front cover
of this booklet.

Building Rules

No running within the school buildings.

Rooms must be kept tidy and in a hygienic state at all times.

Do not play outdoor games in the building.

Never go off-site without the permission of the duty staff.

All strangers on site should be reported to a member of staff.

No sports kit in the boarding area.

You must not visit boarding areas other than your own unless permission has been received from the Houseparent.
Certain parts of the boarding areas are out of bounds to day pupils and pupils of the opposite sex.

Chewing Gum

Chewing gum is not allowed at school.

Aerosols
Aerosols are not allowed in school as they cause false fire alarms. This could be dangerous for us all.

Electrical Equipment

If you are a boarder, you are allowed to bring a portable hi-fi system to school but it's better not to bring expensive
equipment. Please check with the House Parent in advance if you are unsure. All electrical equipment must be checked
by the school electrician for safety.

Estate Equipment

Mechanical equipment belonging to the School will be used with staff permission only. Passengers are not allowed on
tractors or trailers at any time.

Internet Access

Internet and email access is accessible to you when you have read and agreed the school's contract of use and your
parent/guardian has provided written permission for you to use it. If you break the rules, internet access will be stopped
and your parent/guardian will be informed why. The school has a ‘sensible use’ and ‘cyber-bullying’ policy which your
Personal Tutor will explain to you.

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‘Leave Out’ for Boarding Pupils

You must have permission from your house parent to leave the site, and you must sign out and sign back in.You must go
out in pairs unless permission to be on your own is given by your house parent. If you want to stay with, or go out
with a friend for an evening or weekend, you must both get permission in writing from both sets of parents/guardians
before asking the house parent for his or her agreement. If you get lost off site on a school trip and you can't get in
touch with staff, you must inform the Police without delay and ask them to contact the school.

Personal Possessions

You must take care of your property. We
don't want you to lend and borrow things
from other pupils as this often causes
problems. Also, buying or selling of items
between pupils is not allowed. All
property, including clothing, should be
clearly marked with your name. Valuable
items (eg cameras, golf clubs, computers,
MP3s) must be stored securely at all times.
Your house parent will arrange for this.
You and your parent/guardian should
insure your personal property while at
school and it may be sensible to insure
expensive items separately as part of a
household contents policy. Do check that
everything is covered. Some insurance
policies do not cover bicycles.

Mobile phones

If you are a boarder, we know you will want a mobile phone. That's fine but you must remember the following. Mobile
phones are expensive and so need to be kept safe.Younger boarders will have phones kept safely by house parents and
given out for use in the evening. They must not be used during the school day. If this rule is broken, the phone will be
confiscated and given to the Vice Principal (Pastoral) who will decide when you get it back.

If you are a day pupil, do you really need a phone at school? (The Studies Office is very good at getting messages to and
from home for you if there is a problem.) If you do, perhaps because of transport problems, it must be kept on ‘silent’
during the day, not used in lesson time, used only for the purpose of communicating with your parent or guardian to
sort out a problem, be given to staff for safe keeping in, for example, Sports lessons, and not be allowed to disturb any
lesson. If these rules are broken, the phone will be confiscated and given to the Vice Principal (Pastoral).

All pupils please note:You must not take pictures or videos of people without permission or use your phone in any
way to bully or upset others.This is called Cyber-bullying and is a very serious rule to break. If you are not clear on
this, see your Personal Tutor who will explain the school's cyber-bullying policy to you.
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Uniform

You are expected to take pride in your appearance at all times. Uniform must be kept in a good condition and shoes
should be cleaned at regular intervals. A maximum of two charity wristbands will be allowed but no leather or other
wristbands will be worn. Piercings such as nose, lip, tongue or eyebrow studs are not allowed.

Boys: Boys will not wear earrings, rings or necklaces with school uniform. Hair should not be grown below the collar.
Boys must not wear their trousers in an untidy "below the waist" manner. Shirts must be tucked in and ties must be on
a reasonable length.

Girls: Girls may wear one simple stud earring in each ear lobe. Jewellery, make up or nail varnish may not be worn with
school uniform (However, sixth form girls may wear ‘light’ make up to complement their office wear). Girls may wear
skirts or trousers but these must be bought from the school Matron to ensure uniformity of design. Shirts must be
tucked in, and ties must be on a reasonable length.

Any unnamed clothing must be sent to the Matron’s department as soon as it appears in school so that it can be named
so it doesn’t get lost when washed.

Hair

Hair must be tidy, and any colouring must be in a ‘natural’ colour, therefore, bleaching is not appropriate although subtle
highlights will be accepted. The definition of ‘natural colour’ will be decided by the Vice Principal (Pastoral). If you appear
with ‘the wrong hair’ we will take you to a hairdresser's but may have to suspend you until the problem has been solved
if we cannot fix it. Hair styles that the school does not allow include: a shaved head, Mohican, excessive gel or 'tram-
lines'.

Out of bounds

Some areas of the school are out of bounds. Your Personal Tutor and house parent (if you are a boarder) will explain
these to you.

Fire and fire extinguishers

On the first day of term staff will explain what to do if a fire alarm sounds. Make sure you learn what to do, exactly.
Fire extinguishers are there for your safety and must not be touched at any time another than if needed for a fire. But,
your first move is to get safely out of the building if an alarm sounds.

Skateboards and Roller Blades

You must wear protective equipment when using the half-pipe. In other places, protective equipment as directed by the
house parent will be worn.When roller blading you must wear a helmet and may only use the hard court or half-pipe.
The half-pipe is only to be used for boarding and blading and not as a seat or climbing frame.



Times

You must be in your Personal Tutor's room for registration at 8.30 on school days. The school day ends at 4.30 (3.30 on
Fridays). You will also need to be in the same place at 2.05 for afternoon registration. If you miss either of these, you
must report to the Studies Office to say you are in school.

Wet weather breaks

If it is raining at lunchtime or break, the Sports Hall will be open for your use.
